On one Sunday in September, October, 
and November a sermon will be directed towards 
the total stewardship of life that reflects the solid 
biblical emphasis on a given Sunday in September 
and October. 
 On November 7 at 9:30 a.m., a Re-commitment 
Sunday worship will be held.  There will be one ser-
vice that Sunday. This re-commitment Sunday will 

call for our financial re-commitment as well as a 
spiritual re-commitment.  These re-commitments 
will be made by those in attendance that Sunday 
on cards provided.  Those not able to attend on 
that Sunday will be contacted for their re-
commitments. 
 A brunch by the women of our church will follow 
the service.  Your council wants everyone to re-
serve this Sunday.  More information will follow as 
we get closer to November 7. 

 One of the leading Christian educators of our children today is convinced of 
the patterns and trends of our society by sincere study on their part, that Faith 
begins and ends in the home.  We do it there or we don’t pass it on. 
 We are approaching the culmination of summer and the beginning of another 
traditional school year and, along with that, another year of education in our 
churches.  Traditionally many have referred to it as ‘Rally Sunday’ - or the day 
when Sunday School and education classes again kick into gear in most 
churches after the ‘lazy, hazy, crazy days of summer’ disappear. 
 What appears to have happened in the most recent history of a good part of 
the century we just left, and the first decade of which we are now completing, is 
that we have lost the significance of the family in most of what we do.  We have 
seen the decline in play time for our children, unstructured free time for outdoor 
activities, household conversations, family meal times are diminished to non-
existent in most households, along with time the family spends together as fam-
ily.  Add to that the marked decrease of religious participation of the family and 
you have a dismal picture.   
 Could it be that we have been seduced into that style of life as well, without 
noticing the trends changing before us?  Could it be that what has changed for 
the most part is how we approach our young from a grandparent and parental 
point of view?  Let’s go back into another century in time, separated from us by 
quite a few centuries, as a matter of fact.  The situation is not all that different.  
The family then, too, was challenged by worldly concerns, hard-pressed for its 
time, the counter-culture was in there, challenging at its best, threatening the 
roots of family life and the spiritual climate of the family in general.  Then we hear 
recorded for all history to reflect on, a father of one family, leader in the commu-

A WORD FROM OUR MISSIONARIES . . .  Brian and Kristin Konkol  
  

Again we are delighted to hear from the Konkols - the missionaries we help sponsor who are presently serv-
ing in South Africa.  Their life in South Africa is much like ours. They face the same challenges only in a dif-
ferent context.  We have said that the bible is ‘ageless’ as it speaks historically to people of all times and 
places.  The inclusiveness, or lack thereof, is the topic of their letter to us this time.   He uses the illustration 

to get into the subject of a conversation he once heard in a kitchen that helps put all per-
spective.  They write...... When trying to better understand the nature of differences, de-
nominationalism, and division within Christian churches, the best lesson I received came 
from a group of women in a local kitchen. I was in the midst of a cultural cooking lesson 
when I overhead a discussion about one of the favorite local dishes: chicken fried rice. As I 
listened to the animated conversation, I soon learned that nearly every person in the com-
munity had her/his special style of chicken fried rice, to the point that one could eat the dish 
each day at a different home and it would never taste the same (and yes, I can speak from 

personal experience on this matter!). However, while each dish had its own unique spices and side ingredi-
ents which added to the overall flavor of the chicken and rice (and nearly each person was convinced their 
own style was best!), what remained essential to the dish of chicken fried rice was, of course, chicken and 
rice. It was essential. While the ingredients surrounding the chicken and rice could be altered depending 
upon individual taste and availability of resources, the dish required chicken and rice. This culinary reality, 
and the subsequent discussion amongst the cooks that day, provided a fresh method to interpret Christian 
denominations and ecumenical cooperation in our world today.
